He Refuses to Condemn! (Luke 9:51-56, John 8:1-11)—The 

religious leaders of the day fancied themselves as the keepers of 

holiness. The chief problem was that they were totally arbitrary 

in doing so! They held others accountable to their own views 

of holiness, but disregarded ways in which they themselves 

were prejudiced, haughty, and selfish. So when Jesus refused 

to condemn people that ran afoul of the common religious 

expectations, he made himself the object of their distaste and 

accusations. The question was never one of holiness, but rather a 

recognition that everyone is a sinner and everyone is in need of 

grace and mercy. And this dynamic still challenges people trying 

to evaluate Jesus and his followers today.
